Car and setup

Maximum weight of the car is 180 Ibs. (without driver)

Car MUST have working brakes (your feet do not count)

- Acceptable braking ideas are hand brakes that pinch the rim.

- Brakes that can be used by hand or foot to apply pressure to the ground or tire
Car must be able to negotiate a curved track.

The car may not be any longer than 8 feet or wider then 4 feet.

Car must have a steel eye-bolt attached to the front of the car for
pulling.

The cart should reflect your imagination in design and creativity.

The car must have at least 4 wheels on the ground at all times.

The car may not have any sharp points or objects exposed to the
driver, Crew, Track Officials, Spectators, or opponents.

Weights may be added the day of the race by the track officials to
equal car and driver weight’s for competition.

All cars are subject to a final safety inspection before being allowed
to race or practice

The car must be powered by gravity only.

The car can not have any propulsion devices of any kind. (i.e. motors,
engines, mechanical wheels, sails, magnets, pedals, chains, etc.)

Car must be built by the driver with the help of family and friends.
All cars must be original, no All American Soap Box Derby (AASBD)
cars allowed.
